In Memory of Mary Covel MacFarlane

Mary MacFarlane was a remarkable woman with an extraordinary love of cats.  But cats weren’t her only interest.  Mary graduated
from Stanford University in 1950 with a BA with distinction.  She was a library clerk for the Golden Library for more than 25

years, retiring to pursue her interest in family genealogy, especially interested in her Native American Ancestry.  Mary’s great-
grandmother, Mary Elizabeth Covel, was of the First Family of the Cherokee Nation in the Park Hill District in Oklahoma.  Mary also
discovered that she was a descendent of Thomas Rogers who came here on the Mayflower.  Not only did Mary’s relatives come to the
United States on the Mayflower, but also other relatives met them here!  Mary was a member of both the Society of the Decedent’s of
the Mayflower and the Mt. Lookout Chapter of the DAR.  She served on the Board of the Pioneer Museum of Golden, loved to go
antique shopping with friends, enjoyed traveling, and was also a Lifetime Member of Cat Care Society.  

Mary died at the age of 76 on July 14, 2003.  Her beloved cats Maggie and Hartley came to Cat Care Society shortly after.  Sadly,
Maggie joined Mary three weeks later.  Hartley, a wonderfully laid-back young stray that Mary had befriended, was adopted into a
loving home.  Family, friends, and the many cats she helped over the years will miss Mary.
